Stanley Cup will be on Display in Troy March 18, 2005

The Stanley Cup will be on display and available for viewing and photographs throughout the day in
conjunction with the Annual Mulvihill Cup Charity Hockey Game between the Troy Police Hockey
Club and Red Wings Alumni Team.

A ticket to the dinner includes admittance to the Stanley Cup viewing event beginning at 2:00 p.m.,
dinner at 5:00 p.m., and a ticket to the game.

The Stanley Cup will travel to the Troy Sports Center and be on display for viewing and photographs
in a special room during the hockey game. Admittance to the special viewing will be $10.00 for
adults; children under 15 are free. The $10.00 game fee does not include admittance to the cup
viewing. Fans should bring their own cameras.

Finally, there will be an after game party with food and a cash bar at the Wagon Wheel Saloon. The
Wagon Wheel Saloon is located at the southeast corner of Rochester and Big Beaver Roads, in Troy.
The Stanley Cup will be on display at the party for attendees to view and take photographs.

Members of the Redwings Alumni Team will also be present. Tickets are $20.00. This ticket includes
admission to the hockey game, the afterglow party, and Stanley Cup viewing at the Wagon Wheel
Saloon.

For $30.00 fans can purchase a ticket to the pre-game dinner, the hockey game, and the
afterglow party. This package includes access to the cup viewings at the Elks Club and
Wagon Wheel Saloon.

There will be a silent auction at the Sports Center featuring Red Wing and Piston memorabilia, as
well as lots of other great items for fans to bid on. Troy Police Hockey Team “wearables” will also be
available for purchase at the game.
